3 Participation and arrangement of the different
kinds of scientific. practical and cultural
events., including contests. Olympiads,
festivals and etc.

4., Cooperation in research work.

3¢ Programs and plans of mutual teaching.

6. Access to special equipment and materials.

7. Short-term professors business trips.

8. Students and  post-graduate  students
exchange.

Other directions of cooperation are according to the
mutual coordination of Parts.

3. Fields of collaboration.

The cooperation will be developed in the fields, which
are general for both Universities.

It must contain the following
information:

3. Time periods of program-project.

4. Financial resources for covering the costs,
which are connected with the project. and their
concrete description,

5. Conditions for recognition and academic
affirmation in case of mutual study programs.

6. Preparation to accommodate the people who

invited and preparation for their

participation in the universities actions.

5. Financial terms.

- The institutes do not accept any financial obligations
at the moment of signing the Agreement .

- Financial details on each program are negotiated in a
particular way.

6. Adjudicating and affirmation.

In the case of mutual teaching programs or students
exchange programs within the frame of appropriate
programs or according to international exchange. the
academic system of mutual adjudicating and
affirmation must be established. This system must be
accomplished in the kind of special protocol, which
‘is confirmed by the administrative managements of
both Universities.

7. Intellectual property usage.

All information (got in the result of the cooperation)
will be under dispose of both Parties according to
mentioned Agreement if the other norms are
established.

8. Legal force and validity.

The Agreement is in force at the moment of its signing
with the minimum period of five years and is
prolonged automatically. Both Parties may offer the
changes in it in case of mutual consent or terminate in
the case of notification about it in the period of six
months before time of expiration. In the case of the
Agreement is denounced. both Parts must finish the
