academic system of mutual adjudicating and
affirmation must be established. This system must be
accomplished in the kind of special protocol, which
is confirmed by the managements of both
Universities.

7. Intellectual property usage.
All information (got in the result of the cooperation)

will be under dispose of both Parts according to
mentioned Agreement if the other norms are
established.

8. Legal force and validity.
The Agreement is in force at the moment of its signing
with the minimum period of four years and is
prolonged automatically. Both Parts may offer the
changes in it in case of mutual consent or terminate in
the case of notification about it in the period of six
months before time of expiration. In the case of the
Agreement is denounced, both Parts must finish the
projects and research works, which are in the

realization.

9. Coordination.
The Rectors must appoint the committee, the

commission or responsible person for coordination
and control the activity during the period maximum
three months within the frame of this Agreement.

The coordinators are in permanent contact aimed to
support the development of collaboration.
