Getting a job is a very hard period in the life of most people. Companies choose an employee
from hundreds of candidates according to special rules, that’s why there’re special ‘typical’ factors,
influencing employer’s choice.

The best solution of such situation is
to ask a trade union for advice, which can always help you in your fight with an employer. Of course,
if you affect company discipline not coming in time or working badly, your dismissal wouldn’t be
unfair. To conclude, I can say that it is sometimes hard not only to get a job, but also to work in the
staff, and if you don’t want to be laid off, you should follow company rules, it is a must.
